Qualifying children
These are the children that you are either paying or receiving child support for.
To qualify for child support, a child must be:

e under 18 years of age or 18 years of age and enrolled at and attending a registered school in New Zealand or an overseas
school

e a New Zealand citizen or ordinarily resident in New Zealand.

The child cannot be:
e receiving a benefit or student allowance, or working 30 hours or more a week (on average)
e living with another person in a marriage, civil union or de facto relationship.

Dependent children
A dependent child is:
e your child by birth, legal adoption or for whom you are a legal step-parent (as declared by the Family Court)

e under 18 years of age or 18 years of age and enrolled at and attending a registered school in New Zealand or an overseas
school and in your care, for example, living with you, or maintained as a member of your family but living somewhere else, eg,
boarding school. If the child is living with you, you must be caring for the child at least two nights a week (28% of the time).

(See also the note below on "Who is a parent?")

A dependent child cannot be:
e receiving a benefit or student allowance, or working 30 hours or more a week (on average)
e living with another person in a marriage, civil union or de facto relationship

e achild in relation to whom any person is a liable parent or receiving carer, or for whom, under the law of another country,
a person is required to make payments that are of the same nature as child support.

Who is a parent?

A parent is a person who:

e s the birth or legally adoptive parent of a child

e was married to the other parent when the child was conceived or born

e has acknowledged before a court, or in writing, that they are a parent of the child and a court has not overturned this
e has been declared a legal step-parent by the Family Court

e acourt has made a paternity order against in respect of the child.

Proof of date of birth

You will need to supply one of the following for proof of date of birth:
e full New Zealand birth certificate

e overseas birth certificate

e passport

e certificate of New Zealand citizenship

e certificate of identity

e photo driver's licence

e 18+ card issued by the Hospitality Association.
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Proof of parentage

You will need to supply one of the following for proof of parentage:

e the child's full New Zealand birth certificate

e the child's full overseas birth certificate (with a certified English translation if necessary)
e an adoption order for the child

e a paternity order for the child made by a New Zealand or overseas court

e a copy of the Family Court's declaration of step-parentage.

IRD numbers for children
If your child:

e doesn't have an IRD number, you'll need to apply for one. You can do this by completing an Application for an IRD number
- individual (IR 595) form.

e doesn't have an IRD number and wasn't born in New Zealand, and isn't a resident of New Zealand, you don't need to
provide or apply for an IRD number.

If we don't have an IRD number, your request to have these dependent children added to your child support can't be accepted.

Recognised care

The child support formula recognises the costs of raising a child and shares these costs between the parents based on their
income and care. Care is recognised in the following situations:

e [f a person provides more than 263 nights per year, or 5 nights a week on average (more than 72% of the time) of a child's
care, this is the only care we take into account in the child support formula calculation.

e |f a parent cares for the child at least 103 nights per year, or 2 nights per week (28% of the time) that care is taken into
account in the child support formula calculation.

e A non-parent carer, eg, a grandparent, has care of a child for at least 128 nights per year, or 5 nights per fortnight (35% of
the time).
